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1. Basic Operation

About the display

When the DSC-6/6A is turned on, the following display appears. This display is
known as the “normal display.”

Key

Function

Transmits the distress alert. (Press and break the protective cover on this key.)

IRM STOP

Silences the receive alarm. To stop repetitive alerts, press this key.

Transmits messages other than distress.

Ship’s position and time are shown while pressed and held down.

Turns transceiver remote and automatic transmission of acknowledge call
(AUTO ACK) on or off. (Refer to page 3.) Note that distress alert cannot be
automatically acknowledged by “auto acknowledge” function.

PRINT
Printing. (This is also available for automatic setting of the printer.)
CONTRAST
Adjusts contrast of LCD in eight levels.
VOLUME Adjusts volume of speaker in eight levels. (Distress and urgency alarms always
sound at maximum volume.)
FILE
Retrieves files.
RCVD Display contents of received messages (Storage capacity: 100 files, 50 each of
distress and other). (Refer to page 14.)
XMTD

Displays contents of transmitted messages (Storage capacity: 50 files).
(Refer to page 14.)

Starts and stops frequency scanning. (Refer to page 13.)
(If SSB frequency is set to 2182 kHz, scan function is not operated.)
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Adjusts illumination of LCD, switches and keys in four levels.

* Displays “Set up menu” (Main menu). (Refer to page 11.)
* Changes settings of items appearing with blinking question mark.




2. Remote Function and
Automatic Acknowledge uro ack)

AUTO ACK

The auto acknowledge feature automatically transmits the acknowledge back (ACK
BQ) signal when an individual call is received. With the auto acknowledge feature
turned on the remote control function is also turned on.

Remote control function

The remote control function lets the DSC-6/6A set DSC frequencies, working
frequencies and class of emission for the radiotelephone.

Turning remote (& AUTO ACK) on/off

To enable or disable AUTO ACK and remote control, use the key. Each
press of the key enables/disables auto acknowledge and remote control function in
the sequence shown below.

Note: The AUTO ACK function is not available when receiving or relaying the
distress alert, or ECC ( Error Check Character) error is received. (ECC
error appears at the end of a receive message when an error is detected in
the message.)

4. Receiving Distress Alert from
Other Ship

When the DSC terminal receives a distress alert from other vessel it sounds the
distress alarm. Silence the alarm by pressing the |[ALARM STOﬂ] key. Wait up to
three minutes to receive the DIST ACK signal from a coast station.
