1 Creating Files

1. Press function key [F1] to display the
File menu.

(three successive $s) in the middle of a Tx
message, but at the end. The communication
line is automatically disconnected when the
DP-6 detects this string.

2 Saving a File

1. Pressfunction key [F1] to display the File
menu.

2. Pressthe [3] key. The screen should ook
something like Figure 2.

1. Pressfunction key [F5] followed by the
[1] key. The Station Entry screen appears.

On the right-hand side on the screen you
should see Create and Change and Create
should be underlined. If it is not, under-
lineit by pressing [ -], [1] and the [Enter]
key.

. The cursor is now on the Station line. En-
ter station name, using up to 18 charac-
ters.

. Pressthe[!] key to gotothelD Codeline.
Enter station 1D code.

. Pressthe[!] key to go to the Mode line.
Select communication mode among the
following;

ARQ: Automatic Retransmission
Request

FEC: Forward Error Correction

. Pressthe[!] key to go to the CH/Table
line. For astation which has more than one
frequency pair, select ScanTable to enable
selection of scan group in step 8. (The pro-
cedurefor registering scan channel groups
IS on operator's manual.)

. Pressthe[!] key to go to the Num/Table
line.

. Enter channel number, ITU channel num-
ber or user channel number registered. If
you selected ScanTable at step 6, pressthe
[ -] key to display the scan group list and
select a scan group. (When you call a sta-
tion which has more than one frequency
pair, the receiver scans a Tx frequency of
that station for about one minute. If there
is no reply from the station, the Tx fre-
guency is changed and the station is called
again. Thisisdone until the connection is
established.)

. Press the [Enter] key. The prompt OK/
CANCEL asksfor verification of data.

10. If the dataare correct, pressthe [ Enter] key.
(To cancel entry, place cursor on CANCEL
by pressing the[] key, and then hit the [En-
ter] key. Data entered are erased.)

To register other stations, select Create again

and then pressthe [Enter] key. Repeat steps 3
—-10.

4 Manual Calling

The simplest way to communicatewith aTelex
subscriber is Manual Calling. For the ARQ
mode, you may display beforehand the mes-
sage to send or type message manually.

1. Pressfunction key [F3] to display the Op-
erate menu.

Note: Step 9 and 10 are needed for ship to ship
calling only. These can be omitted for ship to
coast station calling.

9. Pressfunctionkey [F7] (WRU). Theparty’s
answerback code appears on the screen.

10.Press function key [F8] (HR). Your ship’s
answerback codeis sent to the party.
For ARQ mode, follow the next procedure.
For FEC mode, type your message and go
to step 13.

11. Press the [Enter] key and type your mes-
sage.

12.1f you want to the party’s response, press
function key [F9] (Over).

13. Press function key [F10] to disconnect the
line.

5 Calling a Station and
Transmitting a File

1. Pressfunction key [F3] to display the Op-
erate menu.

2. Pressthe[1] key to display the Station List.
3. Select the station you wish to call.

4. Pressthe [Enter] key to establish connec-
tion with the station.

“Connect” appears in inverse video on the
Comm Status line when an acknowledge sig-
nal from the station called is detected. (In the
ARQ mode connection may be delayed dueto
signal condition. In the FEC mode, however,
“Connect” appearsin inverse video afew sec-
onds later since the acknowledge signal is not
required.)

You may send afile from afloppy disk asfol-
lows after calling a station.

5. Pressfunction key [F3] and thenthe[3] key.
The Send File screen appears.
